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The Birth Certificate does not show the male child’s name, but it does show the address of the birth as 205 East Swan. Chauncey 

and Joslyn are misspelled. 

 

Two years later the 1880 US census confirms that Chauncey Joslyn and family lived at 205 East Swan with their two 

year old son Frank (He was actually a little over one year and nine months on the census date, June 5, 1880.) 

 

Note the street name “East Swan” written vertically on the left. The house number 205 is shown on Chauncey’s line. 
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Frank Winfield Joslyn – World War I Draft Registration 

shows full name including Winfield and birth date matches the birth certificate 

His signed WWI Draft Registration Card confirms he knew his birth year was 1878.
